Hours: You will work the same hours as your clinical instructor, which vary from person to person.  If you are going to be absent or unable to work for a period of time, you must notify your clinical instructor in a prompt manner.  

Lodging: lodging is not provided through this facility.

Dress: You are expected to dress as a health care professional – no sneakers, sandals, jeans, shorts, etc.
